Since the melodies and rhythms of popular music do not always lend themselves to precise grading, you may
find that these pieces are sometimes a little more difficult than the corresponding pages in the Lesson Book.
The teacher’s judgment is the most important factor in deciding when to begin each title.

When the books in the Top Hits series are assigned in conjunction with the Lesson Books, these appealing
pleces reinforce new concepts as they are introduced. In addition, the motivation the music provides could not
be better. The emotional satisfaction students receive from mastering each popular song increases their
enthusiasm to begin the next one.
